Students
receiving credit for a higher-level course may not enroll in a lower-
level course for credit.

Exams that earn a specific course equivalent might satisfy major program requirements and/or meet prerequisites for further study in the content area. Students should consult

the academic plan for their intended major to determine how AP credit can be applied. All degree programs at UMD require a minimum of 120 credits AND satisfactory

completion of all major/degree program requirements
